3.7. UTeHue U NepeBo] HHOCTPAHHBIX TEKCTOB NPO(ecCHOHATBbHOI HANIPABJIEHHOCTH

The United States is a federalist system. It consists of 50 sovereign states. The Federal
Government and each state government are divided into executive, legislate, and judicial
branches. The Federal Government has specific powers that are enumerated in the U.S.
Constitution. Hence, the 50 states retain substantial autonomy, since any powers not delegated to
the Federal Government and not prohibited to the states by the Constitution are reserved to the
states. Title 18 of the United States Code (USC) is the criminal code for federal crimes. All 50
states have their own criminal codes. In addition, the Congress has created a separate criminal
code for the District of Columbia. By far the vast majority of criminal cases are prosecuted at the
state level. Criminal actions are classified as “felony” and “misdemeanor”. The Federal Rules of
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Criminal Procedure (FRCrP) are the procedural rules that govern how federal criminal
prosecutions are conducted in U.S. district courts. They were first promulgated by the Supreme
Court in 1944 and became effective on March 21, 1946. Like substantive criminal law, each state
and the District of Columbia has its own criminal procedure.
